MINUTES

June 25, 2009

The park board meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. and the pledge of allegiance was observed.
On a motion by Sandy Ingram, and seconded by Clay Dawson, the Park Board minutes of the May 21, 2009 were approved, all ayes.

NEW BUSINESS

Discussion was held regarding a request Sandy Ingram received asking the Park Board about installing permanent restrooms at Prairie Park.  It was decided that the Park Board would instead continue to supply and pay for the two portable units that are there along with the one that is installed at Schultz Park.  On a motion from Sandy Ingram and a second by Holly Loussaert, motion carried, all ayes.
Discussion was also held regarding purchasing another piece of playground equipment for Schultz Park along with a new bike rack due to the other is in need of replacing.  It was decided that we would continue to look into the playground equipment but authorize up to $350 to purchase a new bike rack.  With a motion by Sandy Ingram and a second by Clay Dawson, motion carried, all ayes.
Discussion regarding the submission of a work order to the City of Long Grove to stabilize the square iron picnic tables in the parks that are leaning.  It was thought that they were not secured properly into the ground but we would like to make sure that they are safe to use. Sandy Ingram said that she would submit the work order.
The Park Board also discussed a matter that was emailed to Sandy Ingram’s attention regarding a tree that had been broken off low to the ground at Prairie Park and after seeing the tree, Sandy stated that we should not wait until the meeting to discuss and had Jim Ingram cut it down so that no one could be hurt if they were to fall on it. She considered this matter no longer a concern.
OLD BUSINESS

With some discussion between the Park Board and a suggestion by our guest Jackie Wilcox to make sure that the Williams family agrees, a motion by Clay Dawson and a Second by Sandy Ingram, the motion carried to place a sign on the water fountain, recognizing the Williams family for their donation towards the install the water fountain in Heritage Park.
In regards to the new Park Board Ordinance, Jan Morrell states that the ordinance is still being revised but we should have information soon to look at. 

The Park Board discussed grant money for the Lancer Meadows Park and will continue to look into ways to find grant money to fund the project.  Sandy Ingram stated that after discussion with Meg Flenker from Flenker Land Architects, we should now start looking into grading the area and seeding it, plus putting in the paths.  Sandy asked if anyone was interested into looking into getting bids, Holly Loussaert stated that she would check with the city and then look into the project but Sandy Ingram decided that she would try and submit a work order to the city first. With a motion by Sandy Ingram and a second by Holly Loussaert, motion carried to submit a work order, all ayes.
