MEETING MINUTES

September 10, 2009

The meeting was called to order by Ingram at 7:00 p.m. in the City Hall.  
Prior to the meeting at City Hall Ingram, Ehrecke, Abington, Morrell, McCubbin and Jill Grunwald met at the Waste Water Treatment Plant at 6:30 p.m.  The lagoon was observed by the group, it was explained that the green on the surface is duck weed and very normal for lagoons and does not cause any concerns.  Also the DNR felt that mosquitoes are not an issue with the current situation of the lagoon. McCubbin turned the blowers to the highest level, to the lowest level and to the normal level for comparisons of the noise levels.  He stated that silencers will be installed on the ends of the pipes.

Discussion continued at City Hall.  Jill Grunwald suggested planting Aus trees for a sight and sound barrier.  They are a fast growing tree.  Andy Molck suggested slating the existing fence for a more finished look and to block the current view.  Some residents along the area have existing landscaping and others have plans to do some in the future.

Jan Morrell questioned the City taking any action until we are certain what the final plans are for the Lagoon.  McCubbin stated that the City Engineers are working on the plans for dewatering the lagoon and are in contact with the DNR.  This process could take 6 months before an actual recommendation is given to the City.
The Committee will take these suggestions into consideration with the City Council and Mayor and keep the citizens informed.

Meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m. with a motion by Abington and seconded by Ehrecke, all ayes.
